Sermon:  Do Not quench the Holy Spirit 
 
Ephesians 4:30-32 
 
30 And do not grieve the Holy Spirit of God, by whom you were sealed for the day of 
redemption. 31 Let all bitterness, wrath, anger, clamor, and evil speaking be put away 
from you, with all malice. 32 And be kind to one another, tenderhearted, forgiving one 
another, even as God in Christ forgave you. 
 
Ephesians 5:18-21 
 

18 And do not be drunk with wine, in which is dissipation; but be filled with the Spirit,  
19 speaking to one another in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, singing and 
making melody in your heart to the Lord, 20 giving thanks always for all things to God the 
Father in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, 21 submitting to one another in the fear of 
God. 
 
1 Thessalonians 5:16-22 
 
16 Rejoice always, 17 pray without ceasing, 18 in everything give thanks; for this is the 
will of God in Christ Jesus for you. 
 
19 Do not quench the Spirit. 20 Do not despise prophecies. 21 Test all things; hold fast 
what is good. 22 Abstain from every form of evil. 
 
John 16:13-15 
 
13 However, when He, the Spirit of truth, has come, He will guide you into all truth; for He 
will not speak on His own authority, but whatever He hears He will speak; and He will 
tell you things to come. 14 He will glorify Me, for He will take of what is Mine and declare 
it to you. 15 All things that the Father has are Mine. Therefore I said that He will take of 
Mine and declare it to you.

19 And my God shall supply all your need according to His riches in glory by Christ 
Jesus.
